 Purchasing & installing grab bars, 

handheld showerheads, handrails, & 

other limited safety modification 

equipment 

 

 Replacing or repairing stair railings 

 

 Installing locks or security devices 

 

 Changing light bulbs 

 

 Replacing batteries in smoke alarms 

 

 Building ramps 

 

 Repairing or replacing steps and 

walkways  

 

 Replacing switches and outlets 

 

 Repairing faucets, leaking toilets, 

sinks, and bathtubs 

 

 Installing or fixing garbage disposals 

 

 Repairing washers or dryers 

 

 Lighting pilot lights and changing 

filters on furnaces or water heaters 

 

 Installing weather stripping, 

caulking and grouting 

 

 Repairing doors and windows 

 

 Gutter repairing; cleaning once a year.
